SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION

The attached legislation would authorize the County to accept the Allegheny Land Trust’s generous offer to donate the following forty-three (43) parcels of land located in the Township of Hampton adjacent to North Park for incorporation into North Park. Hemlocks II is an undeveloped housing plan in Hampton Township, adjacent to North Park 
The total project boundary comprises 192 parcels over 22 acres bordering southeastern portion of North Park. Over the past several years, Allegheny Land Trust has been attempting to acquire all 192 parcels in Hemlocks II. The ultimate objective is for the Land Trust to continue to donate additional parcels from this housing plan to the County whereby the County will incorporate the parcels into North Park and use them as permanent public green space.    

The proposed ordinance would be effective immediately upon its approval. The ordinance further authorizes the appropriate County officers and officials to take such action as would be necessary to carry out the purposes of the ordinance.
